The outside diameter beveling cone chain drives
the inside diameter deburring cone that is
mounted on pillow block bearings. Beveling and
deburring cones are heat-treated cast aluminum
with high speed steel cutter blades. The powder
coated 12 gauge steel base plate can be
clamped or bolted to a work bench.
